Test Area 5 is used primarily for 
rocket motor static firings, hydroproof, hydroburst, load 
testing, rocket motor dissection, turbo shaft engine testing, 
liquid-fueled thruster testing, etc. Shown are Test Area 5’s 
major test facilities.
